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CURRENT CHALLENGES OF LANGUAGE TRAINING OF
SPECIALISTS IN ENTREPRENEURSHIP AND TRADE

Language, in general, and any foreign language, in particular, is
vital for human development. Proficiency in languages empowers
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individuals to actively engage in unleashing their potential and
partake in entrepreneurial endeavors. The lack of this ability is a
significant obstacle to the sustainable and fair development of the
individual and society.

Due to the fact that the educational process in Ukraine nowadays
takes place in the conditions of war, students in these challenging
circumstances experience difficulties in developing their language
skills. This will inevitably lead to continued economic, political,
social and cultural alienation. However, for many learners facing
such circumstances, functional English literacy is difficult to separate
from the acquisition of other skills, such as digital literacy, to effec-
tively communicate with specialists in their respective fields (soft
skills). The challenges of language training for specialists in entre-
preneurship and trade extend beyond mere language proficiency to
encompass the adaptation of communication strategies to diverse
cultural contexts and business environments.

The development of language skills, as well as the process of
learning a language, is extremely valuable. There are many direct
and indirect advantages associated with this, especially in the
difficult conditions of wartime training. It is possible to highlight
some of the main economic, social, cultural and psychological bene-
fits of learning and mastering languages in extraordinary circum-
stances: promoting the assimilation of people in different commu-
nities, their rapprochement; improving people's overall access to
work and the quality of work they can do; helping people cope with
trauma, for example by providing the mental and physical space
needed to process a particular problem; giving people the opportu-
nity to pass exams and get the necessary additional qualifications;
giving people access to opportunities to continue their studies that
might not be available to them without mastering a foreign language.

Today, as a result of the development of Internet networks, it is
impossible to imagine distance learning without the high-speed
Internet access, and the use of multimedia technologies, sound,
video, which makes distance learning courses full-fledged and
interesting.

The dynamic landscape of entrepreneurship and trade requires
language training initiatives to adapt and integrate innovative
methodologies, technology-driven approaches, and immersive expe-
riences to equip specialists with the diverse skill set necessary for
global market competitiveness. Coincidentally, distance learning on
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the basis of modern information and communication technologies
expands the task of the teacher, who must coordinate the cognitive
process, improve the courses he/she teaches, and increase creative
activity and qualifications in accordance with innovations. Such
training also has a positive effect on the student, increasing his
creative and intellectual potential due to self-organization, the desire
for knowledge, the ability to use computer technology and make
responsible decisions independently.

The following factors, due to the didactic properties of this
information technology tool, speak in favor of such a basis for
various distance learning models:

1) the ability to extremely quickly transfer information of any
volume, of any type (visual and sound, static and dynamic, text and
graphic) over any distance;

2) the ability to quickly change information via the Internet from
your workplace;

3) the possibility of storing of this information in the computer
memory for the required length of time, the possibility of its editing,
processing, printing, etc.;

4) the possibility to interact with the help of specially created for
these purposes multimedia information and operational feedback;

5) the ability to access various sources of information, primarily
Internet websites, remote databases, numerous conferences around
the world through the Internet system, and work with this
information.

Despite the many advantages of distance education, there are also
certain disadvantages, especially in the conditions of martial law.
Among them, the main one is the lack of face-to-face communication
between a student and a professor, that is, the lack of emotional and
psychological support, which is so important in the modern realities
of life. Uninterrupted access to the Internet and the availability of a
personal computer or tablet are also important, because using smart-
phones is not always a convenient way to view certain material or
perform tasks. Distance learning requires self-discipline, and the
result directly depends on the independence and consciousness of the
student. While the work of a teacher during the pandemic opened up
new opportunities for greater use of Internet technologies, the lack of
traditional ways of communication affects the overall education
process. As a result, overcoming the challenges of language training
for specialists in entrepreneurship and trade nowadays requires a
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comprehensive understanding of not only linguistic issues but also
the social and economic contexts in which participants of the
learning process operate.

Therefore, during the period of war in the country, distance
education, with its benefits and challenges, became an integral part
of modern education and contributed to the effective implementation
of the educational process in general and the achievement of high-
quality results in the process of studying English as an integral
element of training future specialists in entrepreneurship and trade.
